Application 
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First off, thank you for considering helping with St. Bede’s Youth Ministry program. Our program cannot be 
effective without adults like you sharing their time, talent and treasure with us. There are many different 
areas that we need help in and we truly appreciate you! 
 
Relational Ministry: 
Our goal is to show our teens who Christ is and how He can be part of their lives. We follow Jesus’ example of 
how to reach out to others—meet people where they’re at, sit, eat, and talk to them about how there is 
something more to life.  We do this through caring and listening to them while guiding them towards 
understanding God in practical ways, aka “relational ministry.”   
 
Teens need adults who will:1 

• Love God and live for Him 
• Be interested in their lives 
• Be present in their lives 
• Pray for them 
• Be authentic (real) 
• Say encouraging words 
• Believe in them 
• Laugh  
• Remember their names and care for them 
• Share how God works in your life 
• Be committed to the programs 
• Be patient 
• Enjoy life and the seven essential values (Love, Evangelization, Joy, Vocation, Affirmation, Authenticity, 

Eucharistic Spirituality) 
 
Preparation: 
It is important to be nourished and immersed in the life our Faith first before ministering to others. Part of our 
program will include:  

• one day-retreat on Sunday, September 18th from 1pm-7pm 
• once a month meetings on Sunday afternoons before Mass 

 
In addition, our Diocese requires that within 6 months of beginning a religious education leadership role, you 
register for a catechist PATHWAYS training workshop (https://www.s1-
conference.com/eventmanager/onlineregistration.asp?EventCode=5OL). Also, a Background Check (see 
attached form) and VIRTUS/Safe Enviroment workshop (http://www.virtus.org/virtus/) are also required. 
 
 
More than any workshop, taking the time to reflect on your spiritual life is the best preparation. Feel free to 
meet with a priest or your spiritual director and get their input and prayers about starting this ministry to our 
teens.

Our teens are each in a different place in their lives and on their faith journeys. In order to reach them, we 
offer a multi-faceted program with a variety of different catechetical, social and service opportunities 
throughout the year.

• Times:  Sunday’s at 3pm for 9th graders and/or Sunday’s at 6:30pm for 10th graders

• Help make a topic of our Faith come alive by presenting the information in a new and exciting way. 
• Times: Pick and choose 

o Catechesis Faith Workshops: Present the teaching portion and come with discussion questions 
for one (or more) of the Sunday sessions at 3pm for 9th graders and/or at 6:30pm for 10th 
graders. 

o Theology on Tap- Root Beer Style: Be a guest speaker for our Confirmed teens once a month 
after 5pm Mass.  Be prepared for their questions. 

o Confirmation Preparation Programs: 
 Summer session 1: August 15th- 18th 9am-2pm 
 Summer session 2: August 22nd- 25th 3pm-8pm 
 January session 

 
Bible Study Leader: 

• Help run monthly Bible Study before Mass at 3pm on Sunday 
 
Community Building and Fun Stuff: 

• Be present for various fun things we do: LaserTag, hiking trips, Busch Gardens, Luau 
o Usually once a month on a Saturday  

• Community Night: Once a month after the 5pm Mass, come and help out with games, movie night, etc.
